1.1	ELEC TRICAL SAFETY
  WARNING! It is the responsibility of the owner and the operator to read, understand and comply with the following:
You must check all electrical products, before use, to ensure that they are safe. You must inspect power cables, plugs, sockets and any other 
connectors for wear or damage. You must ensure that the risk of electric shock is minimised by the installation of appropriate safety devices. A 
Residual Current Circuit Breaker (RCCB) should be incorporated in the main distribution board. We also recommend that a Residual Current 
Device (RCD) is used. It is particularly important to use an RCD with portable products that are plugged into a supply which is not protected 
by an RCCB. If in any doubt consult a qualified electrician. You may obtain a Residual Current Device by contacting your Sealey dealer.

1.1.3	E nsure that the insulation on all cables and on the appliance is safe before connecting it to the power supply. See 1.1.1. and 1.1.2. 		
	 and use a Portable Appliance Tester.
1.1.4	E nsure that cables are always protected against short circuit and overload.
1.1.5	R egularly inspect power supply cables and plugs for wear or damage and check all connections to ensure that none are loose.
1.1.6	 Important: Ensure that the voltage marked on the appliance matches the power supply 
	 to be used and that the plug is fitted with the correct fuse - see fuse rating at right.
1.1.7	 DO NOT pull or carry the appliance by the power cable.
1.1.8	 DO NOT pull the plug from the socket by the cable.
1.1.9	 DO NOT use worn or damaged cables, plugs or connectors. Immediately have any faulty 
	 item repaired or replaced by a qualified electrician.

1.1.10	 Products which require more than 13 amps are supplied without a plug. In this case you must contact a qualified electrician to ensure 	
	 that a suitably rated supply is available. We recommend that you discuss the installation of an industrial round pin plug and 		
	 socket with your electrician.
1.1.11	I f an extension reel is used it should be fully unwound before connection. A reel with an RCD fitted is preferred since any appliance 		
	 plugged into it will be protected. The cable core section is important and should be at least 1.5mm² but to be absolutely sure that the 		
	 capacity of the reel is suitable for this product and for others which may be used in the other output sockets, we recommend the use 		
	 of 2.5mm² section cable.

1.2	 GENERAL SAFETY	
	 Disconnect the cleaner from the power supply before servicing, changing accessories, or performing any maintenance.
	 Use only genuine parts and accessories. Unauthorised parts and accessories may be dangerous and will invalidate your warranty.
	 Maintain the cleaner in good condition. Use an authorised agent for servicing. Keep machine clean, but DO NOT use solvents.
	 For dry vacuuming ensure the cartridge filter is firmly in place before operating the cleaner.
	 DO NOT operate the unit without the cartridge filter in place (except when wet vacuuming). Using the cleaner without a cartridge filter 	
	 will cause machine faults and will invalidate your warranty. 	
	 Wear protective clothing and gloves.	
	 DO NOT allow children or untrained persons to operate the cleaner.	
	 DO NOT place attachments close to your face (especially eyes, ears, etc). DO NOT point the hose end at other persons or animals.
	 DANGER! DO NOT vacuum hot or glowing ash, cigarette ends, inflammable, explosive, corrosive or other dangerous substances.

4.1	E nsure the machine is unplugged from the power supply. (fig.3.1)
4.2	R emove the top section and fit the cartridge filter down over the 	
	 filter basket and push fully home. (fig.3.2) 		
4.3	R eposition the head onto the drum body, and clip in place. (fig.3.3)
4.4	I nsert the larger end of the flexible hose into the front inlet on the 	
	 container and lock in place. Push the required extensions and nozzle 	
	 onto the flexible hose. (fig.3.4)  
4.5	 Plug in the power supply. (fig.3.5)
4.6	S witch to the ‘On’ (position ‘I’). (fig.3.6)
4.7	 When you have completed vacuuming, press the switch to ‘Off’

	 3.	A SSEMBLY
3.1	E nsure the mains plug is disconnected. (fig.2.1)
3.2	U ndo clasps. (fig.2.2) 
3.3	L ift off the top section assembly. (fig.2.3)
3.4	R emove contents from inside the container. (fig.2.4)
3.5	T urn the container upside down and insert the four feet with castors into 	
	 the slots and apply pressure to ensure they lock into place and secure 	
	 with the supplied screw. DO NOT overtighten screws. (fig.2.5)
3.6	 For dry vacuum cleaning use the cartridge filter supplied. (fig.2.6) 
3.7	 For wet vacuum cleaning fit the supplied foam filter. (fig.2.7)
NOTE:	 Do not operate the cleaner without a cartridge filter fitted as this 	
	 will damage the machine and invalidate your warranty.
3.8	R eplace the top section onto the container. (fig.2.8)
3.9	 Align up the top section with the clasps and snap into place, by applying 	
	 pressure at the mid point of the clasps. (fig.2.9)
3.10	 Attach the noise diffuser (fig.1.17) to the blow connection. (fig.1.12) 
3.11	I nsert the large end of the hose into the front inlet of the container and 	
	 lock in place by turning clockwise a quarter turn. (fig.2.10)
3.12	C hoose the desired extension tubes and nozzle and connect onto the 	
	 hose (fig.2.11).

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5.1	E nsure the machine is unplugged from the power supply. (fig.4.1) Make 	
	 sure the tank is clean and free from dust and dirt.
5.2	R emove the cartridge filter and fit a foam filter over the filter basket	
	 (fig.4.2). Replace the top section onto the container. 
5.3	T o the same flexible hose used in dry cleaning fit the desired nozzle 	
	 (fig.4.3). 
5.4	E nsure the switch is ‘Off’ (position ‘0’) before plugging into the power 	
	 supply.
5.5	 Press the switch to ‘On’ (position ‘I’). (fig.4.5)
Note: To vacuum large quantities of liquid, from a sink or tank etc, do not 	
	 immerse the nozzle completely in the liquid, leave a gap at the top of the 	
	 nozzle opening to allow an air inflow. The machine is fitted with a float 	
	 valve which stops the suction action when the tank has reached its 	
	 maximum capacity. The user will notice an increase in motor speed. 	
	 When this happens, turn off the machine, disconnect from power supply, 	
	 remove the head from the container and empty the liquid into a suitable 	
	 receptacle or drain. (fig.4.6) 
	T o continue vacuuming, refit the head and proceed. After wet vacuuming, 		
	 turn the machine off and unplug from power supply. Empty the container 		
	 and clean and dry the inside and outside before storage.
	R emember! After wet vacuuming the foam filter must be removed and a 		
	 cartridge filter must be fitted before dry vacuuming again.
 	 WARNING! Not designed for liquid storage. Always empty liquids 	
	 after use and before storing. 

	 6.	b lowing
6.1	R emove the noise diffuser and attach the large end of the flexible hose 	
	 into the blow connection in the top section. (fig.5.1)
6.2	E nsure the power switch is turned off (fig.5.2) and plug in the power 	
	 supply. (fig.5.3)
6.3	S witch on the power (position ‘I’). (fig.5.4)
6.4	T he unit will now blow through the hose and can be used to clear 		
	 obstructions within the pipe. (fig.5.5)
  	 WARNING! If after a few seconds the hose is still blocked turn off the unit 		
	 and clear the hose manually.

	 7.	 maintenance
7.1	 GENERAL MAINTENANCE.
7.1.1	E nsure the machine is unplugged from the power supply.
7.1.2	D isconnect the hose from the container.
7.1.3	U ndo the clasps and remove motor head from the container.
7.1.4	C lear out any dirt or debris from the container and hose.
7.1.5	C lean the foam filter by washing it in a mild soapy solution.
7.1.6	C heck that the telescopic suction tube operates smoothly and check the 		
	 power cable to make sure it has not received any damage.

7.2	CAR TRIDGE FILTER MAINTENANCE. 
7.2.1	 Handle the filter carefully when cleaning or installing. 
7.2.2	C arefully remove the cartridge filter (fig.6.1) and inspect it for damage. A 		
	 filter that has small holes or tears in it will not perform efficiently and 		
	 should be replaced.
7.2.3	T o clean a dry filter, tap it inside a waste bin. (fig.6.2) 
7.2.4	D o not use the filter if it becomes wet as the filter will clog quickly and be 		
	 very difficult to clean. (The cartridge filter is designed for dry 			 
	 vacuuming only). Should the filter be inadvertantly wetted it should be 		
	 rinsed from the inside (fig.6.2) and allowed to air dry for 24 hours.
7.2.5	T o fit a new/cleaned filter slide it over the filter basket (fig.6.3) and push it 		
	 fully home. (fig.6.4)

7.3	 FOAM FILTER MAINTENANCE. 
7.3.1	R emove the power head and position upside down, carefully remove the 		
	 foam filter. (fig7.1)
7.3.2	U se a mild soap and water solution to wash the foam filter and rinse with 		
	 clean water. (fig.7.2)
7.3.3	 Allow filter to air dry before installing and using again.

Problem Cause Remedy
Cleaner will not operate. No power supply. Check supply.

Faulty power cable, switch or motor. Check and repair or replace faulty item.

Container full of liquid. Empty container.

Dust comes from the motor cover. Cartridge filter missing or damaged. Fit or replace cartridge filter.

Reduced efficiency and increased 
motor speed/vibration.

Dust container full. Empty container.

Filter clogged. Clean or replace cartridge filter.

Nozzle, hose or container inlet blocked. Check nozzle, hose and container inlet for blockage.
